Commendations:
· You provided opportunities throughout the lesson for students to utilize higher order thinking skills.  Examples of this include: “What were the lures of this ad?”  “How do high class people perceive themselves?” “How did they convey that to us?”  (PQR D6)
· You created an environment that encouraged 21st century skill practice for students.   This included the collaboration and communication seen in the small group work.   (PQR H3)
Recommendations/Next Steps

· During our conference, you shared that you continue to have some anxiety around the demonstration and modeling of certain technology applications such as Garageband.  Data collected during this observation reveals and increase of 4 engaging questions asked by you from Block A to B Block when teaching the same lesson (on the use of Garageband).   As we discussed, continued improvement should occur through collaboration with the ITRT and your use and practice of unfamiliar applications (PQR I1 and I3).   

· You also mentioned the use of a self-monitoring instrument for students in the area of technology.  At the start of the year, you had students self-rate their comfort level with the use of technology (such as Garageband and iMovie) for projects.   You plan to give this assessment again, after their completion of the projects using these particular applications.   You stated that you provided space on the self-assessment for students to give feedback to you on what additional assistance they need to master the programs.   This should serve as a valuable tool to continue your progress in being a model for students in the area of technology.   (PQR I3)
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
